The Close Up Foundation is non-profit, non-partisan 
organization that has a proven track record of providing high 
quality programs and resources to build a new generation 
of informed and engaged citizens. Since 1971, Close Up has 
served more than 900,000 students and teachers from across 
the country. Close Up programs, professional development 
for educators, and classroom resources provide opportunities 
to help young people increase political efficacy, knowledge 
about historical and current issues, and develop the skills to 
carry out civic-related activities. 

Close Up’s transformative, Washington-based programs 
offer intense, inspiring, and skill-building experiences that 
give students the opportunity to discuss and debate current 
issues with peers, interact with key policy and media experts, 

and participate in legislative simulations. Each year, more 
than 20,000 students and teachers from across the country 
participate in these programs. 

Meeting with Members of Congress is a critical component 
of the Washington-based programs and Close Up facilitates 
more than 1,100 meetings with Members of Congress and 
staff. These meetings provide an important opportunity for 
young people to engage directly with elected officials and 
ask questions about the important policy issues that impact 
their communities.
